	This award was established in 2003 as a tribute to the late Deputy County Attorney, David R. White, who served as a career prosecutor in Pima County. 	CRITERIA:
	
	This award will be given annually at the APAAC Summer Conference to recognize an Arizona prosecutor who has demonstrated and provided exceptional support and service on behalf of crime victims.  This award could be given for one specific act, or the culmination of many things over the past fiscal year which demonstrate the prosecutor’s sustained service and exceptional advocacy on behalf of crime victims.


1. Full name, title, address, and phone number of the person nominating the individual prosecutor for this award.  Nominations for this award may be submitted by victim organizations.

2. Name of the PROSECUTOR you are nominating.  Provide a complete listing of the individual’s name, title/position, agency, address, and their phone and fax numbers. 

3. Written justification as it relates to the criteria at the top of this page.  Please provide an explanation of the nominee’s excellence in service to victims, including how the nominee’s service is outstanding and significant, and how s/he acted above and beyond the call of duty, the time frame of the service, and an assessment of the impact of the extraordinary service.  This justification should be no longer than 750 words in length.
4. A brief summary, not to exceed 150 words in length, of the prosecutor’s nomination submission.  This summary will be printed and distributed at the summer conference.  Please note that the summary will be printed exactly as you submit it.  Therefore, please submit it in narrative form and be sure it does not exceed 150 words.
5. A recent head-shot photo of the nominated prosecutor.  This photo will be printed with the summary of the prosecutor’s nomination.
6. A cover letter signed by the nominee’s CHIEF PROSECUTOR attesting to the fact that the s/he is aware of and supports the nomination.  (The nominator for this award does not have to be a prosecutor or be employed in a prosecutor’s office.  The award cannot be considered by APAAC without the signature approval of the nominee’s elected or appointed prosecutor).
