Pursuant to ARS §§ 41-1231: A Lobbyist is required to register with the Secretary of State’s Office and disclose 

such Lobbyist status to any public official or employee of a public body being lobbied. 
 

Lobbying means attempting to influence the passage or defeat of any legislation by directly communicating with any 
legislator, school district employee or board member; attempting to influence the procurement of materials, services, 

or construction by an agency pursuant to the lobbyist statute, including the office of the governor.
