Arizona Law Enforcement Agencies to Receive Specialized Training on Sex Crimes
PHOENIX, AZ (August 30, 2012) – More than two hundred criminal prosecutors, investigators and law enforcement professionals from throughout Arizona will receive specialized training on sex crimes from noted experts in the field at a two-day conference presented by the Arizona Prosecuting Attorneys’ Advisory Council (APAAC) and co-sponsored by the Maricopa County Attorney’s Office.  Titled “Sex Crimes Training for Prosecutors and Law Enforcement,” the training will take place September 10-11, 2012 at the Black Canyon Conference Center in Phoenix.  

“This event will bring together professionals from agencies across the state and represents yet another example of how our law enforcement community is collaborating on sharing the best practices, tactics and techniques for handling sex crimes,” said Maricopa County Attorney Bill Montgomery.  “I commend our colleagues at APAAC for putting together this vitally important program and arranging a truly impressive lineup of noteworthy speakers,” he added.
Conference presenters include internationally renowned sex crimes expert Dr. Anna Salter, Ph.D., who will discuss techniques for interviewing offenders, the offense cycle, and special population offenders such as juveniles, females and sadists.  Minneapolis based psychologist and trainer Mindy Mitnick, EdM, MA, will discuss counterintuitive behaviors of victims.  The conference also features Montana County Attorney William Fulbright, who will address the topic of corroborating victims; and Deputy Maricopa County Attorney Rachel Mitchell, who will discuss the statute of limitations for sex crimes.
