 VERIZON WIRELESS: ORDER FOR TELEPHONIC (WIRE, ELECTRONIC, AND ORAL) COMMUNICATIONS, CALLER IDENTIFICATION AND TRAP AND TRACE COMMUNICATIONS SERVICE PROVIDER COOPERATION

This matter having come before the Court pursuant to the sworn application of ---------------------, Maricopa County Attorneys, by (authorized attorneys), Deputy County Attorneys, which application requests an order be entered for the interception of telephonic communications (wire, electronic, stored wire and oral) and for the continued operation of a pen register (dialed number recorder) and trap and trace devices over:

This application has been made in good faith in furtherance of a pending criminal investigation, involving criminal activity to-wit: 

 A.R.S. § 13-1105, 13-1104, Murder; A.R.S. § 13-1204, Aggravated Assault; A.R.S. § 13-1304, Kidnapping; A.R.S. § 13-1003 and Conspiracy to commit these felony violations, have been, are being, and/or will continue to be committed.

The number is located and operating within Maricopa County, Arizona, and the court, having reviewed the application and supporting affidavit and having found that they conform in all aspects to the requirements of A.R.S. §§13-3010 and 13-3015, has this 12th day of June, 2011, signed an order conforming to the provisions of 18 U.S.C. §2518 A.R.S. §§13-3010 and 13-3015, authorizing agents of the Maricopa County Sheriff’s Office to conduct the interception for a period of forty-eight hours; from June 11, 2011 until June 13, 2011,  unless specifically extended by this court.
IT IS THE FINDING OF THE COURT THAT:  the applicant has certified that the information likely to be obtained by such installation and use is relevant and material to an ongoing criminal investigation under A.R.S. § 13-3017(B) and 18 U.S.C. § 2703, and, there are clear and articulable facts sufficient to establish probable cause this telephone is being used in connection with the above crimes.

IT IS ORDERED, that Verizon Wireless shall furnish to representatives of the ----------------- and/or its law enforcement designees, such information, facilities and technical assistance necessary to accomplish the interception of communications, retrieval of stored wire communications (voice mail), and the installation and operation of pen register and trap and trace/Caller ID devices unobtrusively and with a minimum of interference to the services that are accorded persons whose communications are to be intercepted, and shall provide transactional records which include but are not limited to call records, toll records, direct connect call dumps,  long distance, “roaming” information, and cell site and sector information for the targeted number and any other  Verizon Wireless numbers upon request; and
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the interception authorization, retrieval of stored wire communications and installation and operation of dialed number recorders and trap and trace/Caller ID devices is permitted pursuant to A.R.S. §§ 13-3015 and 13-3010 (D)(2) and 18 U.S.C. § 2518(11)(a) and (b), to follow the targets and coconspirators, wherever they are located or from whatever communication facility they are using, once the persons implementing the Order are able to ascertain the new facilities from which or the place where the communications are to be intercepted; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that pursuant to 18 U.S.C. Section 2703(c) (1) (B) and (d), Verizon Wireless shall disclose the location of cell site and sector/face data (physical address) at call origination (for outbound calls), call termination (for incoming calls) and, if reasonably available, during the progress of a call over the target telephone for calls made and received during duration of this order. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the pen register and trap and trace/Caller ID devices are authorized for no longer than a period of forty-eight hours; from _____, 2011 until _____, 2011 unless an extension is granted in writing by this Court; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the authority to intercept wire, oral, stored wire and electronic communications shall be authorized for a period of forty-eight hours; from ______, 2011 until _______, 2011, unless an extension is granted in writing by this Court; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the furnishing of any such facilities or technical assistance by  Verizon Wireless be compensated by the ----------------- for reasonable expenses incurred in providing such facilities or technical assistance; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that Verizon Wireless, pursuant to A.R.S. § 13-3017, will install a Dialed Number Recorder that is needed to identify what telephones are being called from the targeted telephone previously identified herein.

Additionally, Verizon Wireless will supply the (LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY) and/or their law enforcement designees with Custom Calling Features and CLASS Services information concerning the target telephone number and numbers identified through the use of this registering device, such information to include the existence of one or more of these features, call forwarding numbers as they may exist in a real-time environment for the target telephone or for any telephones identified by the registering device, and speed calling registers or lists for the target telephone or for any telephones identified by the registering device as these features, numbers, or services are programmed by subscriber(s) into the Electronic Switching System facilities of Verizon Wireless;

Verizon Wireless will furnish the (LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY)  and/or their law enforcement designees with the subscriber’s name and address, the subscribers’ date of birth, address, current and/or historical call records, Calls Detail Reports (CDR’s), toll records, long distance and “roaming” information, published and unpublished telephone numbers or other subscriber number or identity, length of service of a subscriber to or customer of such service, and the types of services utilized by the subscriber or customer, for any pertinent (criminal in nature) call identified by the applicant or the applicant’s agents for those published and unpublished telephone numbers, names or addresses identified in the written body of this Order or the pen register installed at the direction of this Order, or by caller identification service installed under the provisions of this Order;

 Verizon Wireless will provide the information enumerated within this order immediately and forthwith at the request of the (LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY) and/or its law enforcement designees, either through personal contact or verbal (telephone) request;

 Verizon Wireless will furnish the applicant forthwith all information, facilities and technical assistance necessary to accomplish the installation and utilization of the requested Dialed Number Recorder and trap and trace/Caller ID devices, unobtrusively and with a minimum of interference with the services that the carrier is according its subscribers;

 Verizon Wireless will disclose the telephone number(s) and location(s) of the above listed-communication service(s) if changed by the current subscriber to a new number and/or location per subscriber name during the period authorized by this Order, and shall transfer the Dialed Number Recorder and trap and trace/Caller ID devices along with service to any new number or location and shall advise the (LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY) and/or their law enforcement designees of the telephone number(s) to which service has been transferred;

And Verizon Wireless shall perform a “Dialed Digit Search” on the target telephone number or any other Verizon Wireless telephone number, upon request, and provide the responding telephone number(s) and subscriber(s) information resulting from the “Dialed Digit Search” operation; and

 Verizon Wireless will furnish the (LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY) with the subscriber information contained within Verizon Wireless records, both published and non-published information, including subscriber names; addresses; contractual information for those Verizon Wireless telephone numbers identified by way of these electronic surveillance devices
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that this Order is sealed and that Verizon Wireless, its agents and employees shall not disclose to any listed subscriber for any said telephone number or to any other persons the existence of this Order or this investigation until otherwise ordered by the Court.
